Focuses on decreasing health
insurance costs by: preventing pre-existing condition exclusions, emphasizing
preventative care and allowing for portability of coverage.

Status: House File 2539 - Passed out of Committee on Appropriations 18-6

lowa Healthy Communities Initiative

What it does: Focuses on the promotion of wellness and healthy living to
prevent chronic disease. Creates a statewide Healthy Communities Initiative to
increase lowans physical activity, improve physical fitness, improve nutrition
and promote healthier lifestyles.

Status: Senate File 2319 — Passed full Senate 47-3
